How much?

Cadets who decide university isn’t for them are required to

notify Rio Tinto and AFL SportsReady, as studying a tertiary

education degree is a program pre-requisite. If a Cadet does not meet these requirements, they are responsible for
seeking appropriate individual tax advice.
